Eligibility requirements: 
Admitted incoming freshmen students in the top 25% of their high school class with an ACT of 25 or higher (SAT 1150—critical reading and math) are invited to apply for the Blugold Fellowship.  Though academic achievement (including ACT/SAT score, class rank, GPA and rigor of high school course work) is a large component of your scholarship application, keep in mind that no single factor guarantees a scholarship.  Leadership, school and community involvement, and the required essays gathered from your admissions application are among the criteria that may be considered. Admitted, eligible candidates are encouraged to apply.
deadline & notification:
Applications postmarked by DECEMBER 1 will receive priority consideration for the Blugold Fellowship. Students who are selected for the Fellowship will be notified by Jan. 1 of their senior year. Alternates may be contacted later should a scholarship recipient decline an award 
Scholarship award:
This award combines a $1,000 scholarship and $1,200 stipend for research with faculty; renewable sophomore year with a 3.0 GPA for a total value of $4,400.
