GUIDELINES
Departments and units should prepare a brief (no more than two pages) written proposal addressed to the Provost as follows:

1. Indicate whether the proposal is for an established scholar or an emerging scholar.
2. Introduce the visiting scholar or artist and explain the intended benefits of the individual’s visit. Provide details regarding the purpose, length of stay, planned activities, and the means for evaluating the experience.  
3. Explain how the visiting scholar or artist will interact with students, faculty, and staff.  Note: Preference is given for scholars or artists who will interact broadly with the University community.
4. Preference will be given to collaborative proposals involving two or more departments and/or units.

5. The appropriate dean(s) or other administrators should endorse the proposal and describe how it will benefit the college, department/unit, and campus community.

The Provost, in consultation with the deans and Academic Affairs staff, will review requests and recommend awards based on campus-wide priorities.
