· One speaker really helped me to understand how she transitioned from being an art major to going to law school and the importance of a liberal education to being flexible in your life

· One reason for a liberal education is the ability to stay “agile” in the job market

· An outcome of a liberal education is the understanding that an education is more than checking off boxes and counting credits

· Business leaders are looking for workers who are good problem solvers, have confidence and ethics, and are engaged

· Employers are not looking for people with a specific major, but rather with specific skills

· Use what you learn as a tool to help you succeed in your job and life

· A liberal education will help me to become a better citizen

· Employers are seeing fewer employees with top notch writing and speaking skills. This displays the need for all students to be well educated in English and the Humanities

· I now understand that my professors really care about my education and are concerned about how we prepare and adjust for our changing future needs
· The world wants students to be problem solvers, socially adept, and engaged in their community

· I learned that interviewers will primarily judge an applicant based on their communication and social skills rather than their technical skills

· The interconnection between a variety of courses was emphasized

· Literacy means more than the ability to read and write. It means the ability to read critically and write effectively so as not to be persuaded by hollow arguments
