Abstract Submissions
All abstracts must be submitted by March 11, 2011 via email.  Please email them to achcaposter@uwec.edu as an attachment.  Ideally, the opening statement will highlight the significance of your project and act as an attention-grabbing hook to pull the reader further along.  Next, briefly describe the approach you have taken (e.g., experimental methods, artistic vision and medium, etc.) for your work.  Finally, supply some preliminary results, expected results or an overview of what an attendee will see on your poster or experience at your presentation.  Try to avoid jargon as much as possible and do not include any special symbols, equations or figures in the abstract body.  Your abstract should be between 250 and 300 words, including the title and author line.

Abstracts will be reviewed by a committee comprised of faculty from University of Louisiana-Monroe, University of South Florida, and University of Wisconsin-Eau Claire.  Students will be notified of the decision on their abstracts on or before March 21, 2010 via email.

· Posters must be emailed as attachments to achcaposter@uwec.edu
· Under the “What elements should be included on my research poster” Make sure to put YOUR university not the University of Wisconsin-Eau Claire. 
· Remember to use YOUR university seal which can likely be found through a Google image search.  If you cannot find your seal or logo contact your technology help center at your university.
· The most important thing to remember is that you will not be able to physically proof your poster until the actual convocation.  Make sure before you email your poster you look it over for any mistakes as we will not print additional posters.
