Instructions

The HEALTH CARE ADMINISTRATION DEGREE PROGRAM PLAN (the last page of this document) lists the course requirements that must be met before you can start the practicum.
 					 			
A.		Use the attached Degree Program Worksheet (pp. 4-6) to plan your schedule for the first three (or more) years (plus any summer or winterim sessions), semester by semester.

1.	Write in the courses you have already taken, and which can be applied to the program in Health Care Administration, in the appropriate year and semester.  Write in the remaining courses that you will take to satisfy the requirements for the program in Health Care Administration in the year and semester during which you plan to take them.  The completed schedule must include the specific required courses listed on the Degree Program Plan as well as the additional courses needed to satisfy General Education and other General University requirements.

2.	Regarding the General Education Program:

a.	The required courses, CJ 202 and MATH 246 satisfy Category I of General Education.

b.	The required courses, BIOL 151, BIOL 196 and your choice or CHEM 100, 103, 104, or 115 satisfy Category II of General Education. 

c.	The required courses, ECON 103 & 104 and PSYC 100 satisfy Category III of General Education.  

d. A minimum of nine general education credits must be taken in Category IV and at least 2 different subcategories must be represented.  Therefore, you must take nine (usually 3-credit courses) in order to satisfy the requirement and they must be chosen so that at least two subcategories are represented.  HCAD students under this catalog are required to take PHIL 306, but if you are not able to get in, this requirement may be able to be waived.  (For more information on GE categories and subcategories see the UW-Eau Claire catalog.) 

e. Overall, you will need a total of 39 General Education credits.

f. If you wish to complete your degree in the least possible time, you should include in your General Education selections, courses that also apply toward the University Foreign Culture requirements if you are choosing this route to fulfill your Foreign Language/Culture requirement.


3.   Regarding Cultural Diversity

You are required to complete the equivalent of at least three credits of content in a course or courses dealing with African Americans, Hispanic Americans, American Indians or Asian Americans.  By taking the required CJ 202 curse AT UWEC, along with BSAD 300, this requirement will be partially fulfilled.  The HCAD 411 practicum course which is approved for Cultural Diveristy credit will be offered on an elective basis for the 2011 and 2012 Practicum cohorts only.  If you took CJ 202 elsewhere you may have additional Cultural Diversity requirements to fulfill-check your degree audit to be sure. Consider if there is a way you can fulfill this requirement by selecting a GE IV or Foreign Culture course that also counts toward Cultural Diversity.

4.	Regarding the Foreign Language/Culture requirement

		All students must satisfy the foreign language/culture requirement by ONE of the following options:

a. demonstrate competency at the 102 level in a foreign language by qualifying to enter the 201 level course or completing a 102 foreign language course with a grade of C (not C-) or higher
				OR
		b.	successfully complete one semester in a study abroad program
				OR
c.	complete a minimum of nine credits designated as fulfilling the foreign culture requirement.  Courses that fulfill the foreign culture requirement are listed in the University Catalog.

More information on the foreign language/culture requirement and courses may be found in your degree audit, the University Catalog and the Class Schedule Bulletin.  

     5.	Regarding remaining University graduation requirements:

   	a.	English competency -  Must pass English 110 with a C or better.
   	b.	Math competency -  Satisfied by MATH 246 if C or better is earned.
   	c.	Wellness -  Satisfied by BIOL 196.
   	d.	PE, physical activity - Must take one credit.
   	e.	Service learning - Satisfied by practicum.
g. Practicum - Follows completion of all campus coursework.  You MUST go through the application process and be admitted to a Practicum Cohort at least 1 year before you hope to begin practicum due to course sequencing and practicum placement processes.
                            
     6.   Regarding Grades:
	
a.	You must earn a C- or better in course required for the major which you apply toward graduation in this degree program.  You must earn a C or better in Math 246, ENG 110, and Foreign Language courses in order to fulfill University requirements.
b.   	You must achieve a cumulative GPA of at least 2.75 in order to apply for and enter the practicum, and this is a graduation requirement as well.
c.  	You must apply for and be admitted to the College of Business (CoB).  You should do this at the same time as you apply to the HCAD program. During the semester in which you are taking the last of you COB pre-reqs, have at least 54 credits in progress, and meet GPA requirements.  These requirements are listed in the University Catalog in the CoB section.  The COB application process occurs online.
d.       No course that is required for your HCAD major may be taken Pass/Fail.

7.  Regarding Student Professional Development Workshops

a.          All students must register for and attend the 4 required workshops. You should have the workshops completed within your first 2 years of study.  See COB website for more info.


B.	Using the completed Degree Program Worksheet, the current University of Wisconsin-Eau Claire catalog, and your Degree Audit (which can be ordered on Blugold) check each of your listed courses to see that:

1.	You will have all of the prerequisites for the course by the time you plan to take it.
            
a.	Please note that the College of Business requires that students must complete ACCT 201, ACCT 202, ECON 103, ECON 104, MIS 240 to be admitted to the COB.  MATH 246 is a pre-requisite for certain upper level CoB courses.
Generally, students should have all their CoB prerequisites completed during their freshman and sophomore years.
b.	Prerequisites for HCAD 301 and HCAD 302 are HCAD 101 or consent of the instructor.  HCAD 301 must be scheduled for the last fall semester before you start the practicum. HCAD 302 must be scheduled for the last spring semester before you start the practicum.  NOTE:  If you are planning to study abroad for a semester, your LAST Fall or spring ON CAMPUS could be as early as your sophomore year, so if you plan to study abroad, you must plan well ahead-see your advisor with questions.

	    

2.    	The course is offered in the semester during which you have scheduled it.  The following list
identifies courses that are currently offered ONLY in fall or ONLY in spring.  However, departments sometimes change the schedules for course offerings.

4)  Have I paid attention to scheduling courses appropriately that are only offered once per year, i.e.  HCAD 301, 302, 222, 375, IDIS 201, ECON 280?
