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How do I register for a Supervision Course(s)?
ES 743
Instructional Supervision Theory – 3 graduate credits course


This is an introductory course that prepares cooperating educators 



to host student teachers in their classrooms. 
To start registration, please follow the steps below:

1. Contact the UW-Eau Claire, Field Experience Office at (715) 836-5984 to furnish information needed to have fees waived for course. 

2.  Apply online using the Special Student Electronic Application listed on http://www.uwec.edu/Registrar/student/Register-for-Classes.htm.  
In about a week you should receive a letter indicating your username and PIN# you will need to continue the registration process.

3. With the registration information you received, please again visit the http://uwec.edu website and select the My Blugold CampS tab at the top of the page. 

4.  When first signing in your password will be (uwec?#### - 4 digit PIN #).  For example, it would be user name you were sent and password would be uwec?4444, or whatever the 4 digit PIN is. After entering your information,  follow the tab path “ Main Menu > Self Service > Payment Plan Agreement”. This will allow you to electronically fill out and submit the needed Payment Plan Agreement (PPA) form even though you will NOT be paying a deposit for the course. 
5. After submitting your PPA, wait 24 hours and return to  CampS and register for ES 743 section 001. Ensure when you are registering, you have chosen the correct Term to register for. i.e. (2125 – Spring , 2127 – Summer, etc).
