Dr. Park, whose field is social studies, spent a sabbatical previously at UW-Eau 
Claire. His family will be accompanying him. Dr. Choi’s area of expertise is mathematics 
education. 

Á Spring semester will be the kick-off of a series of reading/discussion groups relating to issues of 
equity, diversity and inclusivity. All faculty and staff within the college are encouraged to 
participate. Christin DePouw, foundations of education, will lead the first reading/discussion 
group with its focus on Hmong Americans.  A hybrid format will be employed with D2L being 
used for posting readings and asynchronous discussion.

Funding for 
books was received by Dwight Watson, associate dean of teacher education, from the UW 
System Institute on Race and Ethnicity. 

Awards 
Jill Pinkney Pastrana, foundations of education, was named a 2008-09 Fulbright Scholar. She will be 
leaving this month to work with colleagues at the Catholic University in Valparaiso in Chile where she 
will be extending her research on education reforms currently under way in the country.  
 
Jill Pinkney Pastrana also was awarded the CoEHS Ron Satz Teacher/Scholar award for 2007-08. Jeff 
Lindauer, formerly of kinesiology, received the 2007-08 Jeff Oliphant Blugold Spirit award. A call for 
nominations for the 2008-09 Ron Satz Teacher/Scholar and Jeff Oliphant Blugold Spirit awards will be 
made in February or March. 
 
Jill Prushiek, director of field experience and certification officer, was awarded a sabbatical for fall 
semester. During her sabbatical, she submitted proposals that were accepted for two paper 
presentations at national conferences in 2009; wrote and submitted an article, “Becoming the CEO of 
Your Own Professional Development;” created four interactive learning tools for initial and professional 
educators to enhance their abilities to write professional development plans; and helped edit The Initial 
Educator Toolkit published by the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction. 
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Marie Stadler, communication sciences and disorders, is the recipient of the first Vicki Lord Larson 
Research Fellow award. This award, given to a CSD faculty member, provides her or him with re-
assigned time to pursue research. During the spring semester, Marie will be conducting case studies 
focused on increasing classroom participation of children with complex communication needs in the Eau 
Claire Area School District. 
 
At the 2008 Student Research Day in April, first and third place in the business and professional studies 
category went to kinesiology students and their faculty mentor, Lance Dalleck. First place went to 
Whitney Hay, Laura Geissler and Brittany Allen for their poster, “Transforming our Future: Why Health 
and Wellness Needs to be a Priority in the University of Wisconsin – Eau Claire Strategic Plan.” Third 
place went to Jenna Grotthus for her poster, “Examining the Effects of Detraining and Retraining on 
Health Outcomes in Community Fitness Program Participants.” 

Grants 
Kris Retherford, communication sciences and disorders, was awarded an $89,000 Medicaid 
Infrastructure Grant for 2009 to fund programming for adolescents and young adults with Asperger’s 
syndrome. The grant also will fund Camp Campus, a week-long residential experience during Summer 
2009 for youth with Asperger’s. Participants will live in a residence hall, participate in intensive social 
skills training in the Center for Communication Disorders and have an opportunity to practice those 
social skills during daily outings in the community. This is the third consecutive year of MIG funding to 
the CSD department to support programming for individuals with Asperger’s.  
 
Associate Dean of Teacher Education Dwight Watson was awarded a three-year UW System Teacher 
Quality Initiative grant for $165,000. The purpose of the grant is to enhance the knowledge, skills and 
dispositions of in-service and pre-service teachers and education faculty around the federal law of 
Response to Intervention and the theoretical and instructional concepts of Culturally Congruent

Dwight Watson and Erik Hendrickson, physics and astronomy, were awarded a UW System Teacher 
Quality Initiative grant for $25,000 for UW-Eau Claire faculty and local teachers to participate on a 
research team as part of the Wisconsin's Grassroots Teacher Quality Assessment (TQA) Model Project: 
Large Scale Assessment of Math and Science Content Knowledge in Student Teaching. Bob Hollon and 
Mickey Kolis, curriculum and instruction, also are serving as team members. The goals of the grant 
project are to 1) create a set of valid and reliable performance assessment tools that will document 
student teachers’ attainment of science and math content knowledge and skills, 2) use the information 
gathered through these assessments to guide on-going programmatic reform in teacher preparation and 
professional development and 3) document the Wisconsin Grassroots Teacher Quality Assessment 
Model (TQA) for broader application.

Of the 21 Quick Win awards announced by Chancellor Levin-Stankevich in mid-December, three are 
CoEHS or CoEHS collaborative projects. Funding was designated for high-impact projects addressing the 
University’s Centennial Plan strategic goals. Projects must be implemented by June 30, 2009. 
 
The college-wide proposal for a pilot immersion experience during Spring Break 2009 at the Lac Courte 
Oreilles Reservation near Hayward, WI will enable two faculty members (Christin DePouw, foundations 
of education, and Jerry Worley, curriculum & instruction) and 24 CoEHS students to travel to the LCO 
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Reservation. They will spend their days volunteering at the Tribal School, the Boy’s and Girl’s Club, and 
the Head Start. They also will participate in a mini-course in Ojibwe history, culture and language taught 
by a faculty member in the Native American Studies program at the Lac Courte Oreilles Ojibwe 
Community College (LCOOCC) as well as in a cultural activity in the Cultural Center at the LCOOCC. A call 
will go out to students in January to solicit participants. Travel, lodging and a stipend to be applied to the 
cost of meals will be provided.  Students will be selected to represent a cross-section of our college.   
 
The kinesiology department project proposed by Tracy Yengo includes the purchase of the Polar 
TriFIT/Body Age system. This technology will be used with approximately 800 students who enroll each 
year in Kins 186, Wellness Concepts and Health Related Fitness. Among the assessments provided by 
this unit are biometrics (e.g., blood chemistry, lung function, body mass index), body composition (e.g., 
body fat calculation), flexibility, cardiovascular and strength. Data collected through this technology will 
inform students about their health and fitness as well as provide an ongoing database for research. 
 
A collaborative project among the Office of Multicultural Affairs, Continuing Education, and our 
college involves partnering with high schools in the region to recruit students from low-income and/or 
diverse backgrounds.  This project is designed to support the Wisconsin Covenant and the national 
KnowHow2Go programs. Meleina Sega, teacher education, co-authored the proposal. 

Differential Tuition Grants for 2009-10 
David Chollar, social work, was awarded $1,000 to fund diversity efforts in social work education and 
training. 
 
Gloria Fennell, social work, was awarded $2000 to fund travel of students to Washington D.C. for 
Alternative Winter Break. 
 
Jeff Janot, kinesiology, was awarded $14,000 to fund student internships in the Community Fitness 
Program.
