 Nine faculty members and an accompanying logistics coordinator from Kansai Gaidai University 

in Japan spent 10 days at UW-Eau Claire in September engaged in professional development 

workshops conducted by Christin De Pouw, Mickey Kolis, Sue McIntyre, Jill Pinkney Pastrana, 

Deb Pattee, Kate Reynolds, Dwight C. Watson and Jerry Worley from education studies. They 

also visited UW-Eau Claire Teacher Education classes and area schools, and were able to take 

advantage of cultural offerings in the Chippewa Valley and Twin Cities. Two of the visitors 

previously attended UW-Eau Claire as international students. The program was coordinated by 

Dr.  Watson and hosted by Dr. Pinkney Pastrana and Jen Bremness, teacher education 

program.   

 The communication sciences and disorders department hosted Camp Campus for nine high 

school students with Asperger's syndrome this past summer. They spent a week on campus 

living in a residence hall to get a sense of what it will be like to attend college. Students also 

were introduced to services available on most campuses, such as admissions, counseling 

services and services for students with disabilities, and were provided opportunities to explore 

careers, meet professors and participate in fitness programs. Communication sciences and

Representatives from Royal Credit Union and United Cerebral Palsy 

led sessions for the campers as well. The camp was funded by a Medicaid Infrastructure Grant 

received by Kris Retherford.  

 On October 5 & 6 a team of faculty members and practitioners from the Council on Academic 

Accreditation (CAA) of the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association were on campus to 

gather evidence for re-accreditation of the speech-language pathology graduate program in 

communication sciences and disorders. The program has been continuously accredited for 

more than 30 years. The CAA site team spoke highly of the program at its exit conference with 

the department faculty and staff members. The status of re-accreditation likely will not be 

known until next spring. 
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 In the spring Marquell Johnson, kinesiology, began a new program called PRIDE: Physical 

activity and Recreation for Individuals with Disabilities in the Eau Claire area. The program 

provided individualized and group instruction for 12 children from 5-16 years of age with a wide 

range of ability levels. This fall 19 children are being served. Physical education students assist 

with the PRIDE program.  

 Matt Wiggins, kinesiology, has initiated the Cancer Recovery & Fitness Program, which is a 

community outreach collaboration between UW-Eau Claire and the Marshfield Clinic Cancer 

Care Survivorship Program. This physical re-conditioning program is designed to help cancer 

survivors increase their quality of life through structured exercise with kinesiology students 

trained as cancer fitness specialists.   

 Fifteen CoEHS faculty members and administrators will be participating this year in a 

reading/discussion group focusing on equity, diversity and inclusivity. Participants will be 

reading from the book, άReadings for Diversity and Social Justice.έ 

 Mathew Ouellett, Director of the Center for Teaching at the University of Massachusetts 

Amherst, will return to UW-Eau Claire in January to facilitate a highly interactive, two-day 

workshop: “Teaching and Learning in the Diverse Classroom.“ The workshop will provide 

participants with an opportunity to plan a course in which they would like to integrate diversity-

related teaching goals.

Nurses, doctors and 

pharmacists will be included in the project so that the providers in each clinic can approach 

health literacy as a team. The investigators will begin with the health literacy issues that medical 

providers are already aware of and will then determine what communication strategies the 

providers already employ successfully with their patients. The next step will be to introduce new 

communication strategies to the providers so that they can employ varied strategies to meet 

ǘƘŜƛǊ ǇŀǘƛŜƴǘǎΩ ƴŜŜŘǎΦ The project aims to enhance health literacy within the Marshfield care 

system and in the communities served.
