1. What are the requirements for the MCEA (Elementary Education) degree?
	Coursework is determined by a combination of the university graduation requirements and 	state requirements for teacher certification.  A sequence of coursework in general education, 	field experiences, professional methods, and student teaching is required.  Students must also 	declare a teacher certifiable minor.

2. What is the grade level certification for the MCEA major?
Students are eligible to be certified to teach regular education in grades 1-8.  In addition, a second certification in the selected minor will also be in grades 1-8.

3. Does UW-Eau Claire offer an early childhood or kindergarten certification?
No. The university offers a major in Special Education-Early Childhood for birth to age 9 (grade 3).   However, it does not offer a certification in regular education for this developmental  level.  However, students who are enrolled in the special education major have an option to add-on the regular certification for birth to grades 3 in conjunction with a distance education program with UW-River Falls.

4. When and how do I apply for admission to the teacher education program?
The application process is a separate procedure from the application process to the university.  Students must first pass the PPST/Praxis I exam in order to take the first teacher education course, CI 203.  In addition to completion of this course, student must also have completed CJ 202 (or in-progress) have completed PSYC 261 (or in progress), and maintain a resident and overall GPA of 2.75.
