Preface

The Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence (MCEA) major (ages 6 through 12 or 13) described in this handbook prepares students for current Wisconsin teaching licensure (grades 1-8).  Students develop professional skills through courses often associated with work in an elementary or middle school classroom.  

The MCEA major places a strong emphasis on the liberal arts plus a certifiable minor in a teaching content area.  Students who complete this major will be certified to teach all content areas in the elementary classroom and their minor content area through grade 8.

Admission to this program is SELECTIVE, and CANNOT be guaranteed.  Admission to program is limited to 56 students per semester.  Admission to the University of Wisconsin-Eau Claire does not ensure admission to the MCEA program.

Program goals reflect the current knowledge base of teacher education as well as a commitment to the preparation of teachers who will be able to practice in schools as they are, and schools as they might be.

General Admission Information

Each department manages the admission process internally. The admission process for the ES programs assesses candidates' progress toward meeting the Wisconsin Standards for Teacher Development and Licensure as a mechanism to determine acceptance into the programs and continuing progress through the programs.  The admission process consists of three gates:


Gate 1
Admission to program


Gate 2 
Admission to professional semester


Gate 3 
Recommendation for licensure

These gates are governed by requirements identified in the UW-Eau Claire university catalogue as well as in specific department/program booklets. The diagram below graphically depicts the gate process.
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Wisconsin Standards for Teacher Development and Licensure 

To receive a license to teach in Wisconsin, an applicant shall complete an approved program and demonstrate proficient performance in the knowledge, skills and dispositions under all of the following standards:


1. The teacher understands the central concepts, tools of inquiry, and structures of the disciplines she or he teaches and can create learning experiences that make these aspects of subject matter meaningful for pupils.

2. The teacher understands how children with broad ranges of ability learn and provides instruction that supports their intellectual, social, and personal development.

3. The teacher understands how pupils differ in their approaches to learning and the barriers that impede learning and can adapt instruction to meet the diverse needs of pupils, including those with disabilities and exceptionalities.

4. The teacher understands and uses a variety of instructional strategies, including the use of technology, to encourage children's development of critical thinking, problem solving, and performance skills.

5. The teacher uses an understanding of individual and group motivation and behavior to create a learning environment that encourages positive social interaction, active engagement in learning, and self-motivation.

6. The teacher uses effective verbal and nonverbal communication techniques as well as instructional media and technology to foster active inquiry, collaboration, and supportive interaction in the classroom.

7. The teacher organizes and plans systematic instruction based upon knowledge of subject matter, pupils, the community, and curriculum goals.

8. The teacher understands and uses formal and informal assessment strategies to evaluate and ensure the continuous intellectual, social, and physical development of the pupil.

9. The teacher is a reflective practitioner who continually evaluates the effects of his or her choices and actions on pupils, parents, professionals in the learning community and others and who actively seeks out opportunities to grow professionally.
10. The teacher fosters relationships with school colleagues, parents, and agencies in the larger community to support pupil learning and well being and acts with integrity, fairness and in an ethical manner.

Advising
Education Adviser Roles

The Education adviser serves all students who declare Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence as their major prior to enrollment in ES 203.  This adviser advises students who:
· are freshmen and sophomores 

· change their majors to MCEA

· transfer from other campuses

· need academic support
Faculty Adviser Roles

Students are assigned a faculty adviser in the Department of Education Studies once they are enrolled in ES 203.  Faculty advisers make their own appointments during their weekly office hours. These hours are posted on each adviser's office door.  Large group advising is also offered each semester.  The days, times, and dates will be made available to eligible students via email.

Student Responsibilities

Students are responsible for:

· reading and understanding the catalogue, advising handbook, degree audit.
· making an appointment with adviser each semester prior to registration.
· maintaining an overall program plan form (OPPF) that corresponds to the appropriate
catalog year and for bringing it to meetings with adviser.
· obtaining PAC from advisers well in advance of registration date.  Students are assigned a new PAC every semester until 60 credit hours are earned.

· attending large group advising meetings each semester.
· keeping electronic copies of papers and projects that may be included in the portfolio.
· registering for and taking the Praxis I and Praxis II at the appropriate times so as not to delay
admission to program or student teaching.
Pre-Education Summary
1.
Declare Your Major  


Upon admission to the University or if you decide to change your major to MCEA, make an appointment with the education adviser.  Take general education courses required for your major including ENGL 110 (must receive at least a grade of C or better). 

2.
Declare Your Minor 
Certifiable teaching minors are required for all MCEA students except for students who declare a comprehensive SPED/MCEA major. 
Refer to your catalogue or Appendix F for the specific courses required for each minor as well as for the name of the faculty adviser/contact person.

3.
Pass the Pre-Professional Skills Test PRAXIS I   (PPST)              


The PRAXIS I is a basic skills assessment in math, reading, and writing.  It is required for entry to a teacher-training program in the State of Wisconsin.  Proof of having taken and achieved passing scores on the Praxis I is required before students may apply to any education program at UWEC.  

The paper and pencil version of this test is available on set test dates.  The testing dates are available on the PRAXIS website.  Students register for this version of the test by going to the following website: http://www.ets.org. 

The computer-based version is available on a daily basis.  Further information may be obtained from the Academic Testing office in Schofield Hall, Room 226, or by calling 715/836-5522. 

Passing the PRAXIS I is a prerequisite for ES 203.

4. Complete prerequisites for eligibility to register for ES 203 are as follows:  

· Completion of 14 resident credits 
· Minimum resident and total GPA (grade point average) of 2.75 or better
· Passing scores on the PRAXIS I (PPST)
· Completion of ENG 110 or its equivalent with a grade of C or better
· Classification as a pre-education major

Space in ES 203; Exploring Schools in Grades 1-8, is limited. Remember to save 8:30 a.m.-10:30 a.m. five days a week for the first 12 weeks of the semester in which you take ES 203 for observation in elementary schools.  You will be able to take a course at 11:00 during the semester you take ES 203 
5.
Enroll in ES 203.
6.
Complete PSYC 261 and CJ 202 by the end of the semester prior to admission.

7.
Upon successful completion of all pre-Education requirements including a grade of C (not C-) or better in ES 203, students are eligible to apply to the education program (Gate 1).  There will be no official notification of student eligibility to apply.  It is the responsibility of the student to become aware of application dates, deadlines, and criteria for application to program.  Those dates and deadlines will be announced every semester in all sections of ES 203 and posted in the department office at the start of every semester. 
Transfer Students
Transfer students must complete ES 203 in the semester prior to the one in which they wish to be considered for admission.  For some, such as UW college transfers, this may be their first semester of enrollment at UW-EC. Because this course is essential to the selection process, equivalent transfer credit will not be granted for ES 203.

Timeline

The timeline below depicts enrollment in the block semester occurring one year after the application process is complete and students are notified of acceptance into the program.  Students will be required to apply for student teaching one year in advance which will be during the block semester.

Note:  Depending on your minor, completing the program in four academic years often requires completing at least 1 or 2 courses in either Winterim or Summer. The average time to degree has been four and one half years.
ES 415/435/457 may not be taken alone (decoupled).  That is, all must be completed during the same semester.
Education Program Gates
As students proceed through the MCEA teacher education program, they will be required to compile artifacts from their General Education, minor and related professional courses in the form of a portfolio.  The portfolio provides necessary evidence of having met the 10 WI teacher standards for endorsement for certification.

GATE 1 - Application to Education Program  
The process for admission is designed to reasonably manage the number of candidates moving through the MCEA Teacher Education program in relation to the limited resources available while providing the department with information which will help select the most promising candidates.

1.  Preparing and Submitting Gate 1 Portfolio
The application process will occur early each semester on October 1 and March 1. The deadline for submission on these dates will be noon. If these dates fall on a weekend, then the application deadline will be set on the preceding Friday before October 1 or March 1. Each student will be responsible for downloading the necessary forms for the application process. These forms can be found in the online MCEA handbook (http://www.uwec.edu/ES/programs/elementary-mcea.htm)
Students eligible for admission will be required to prepare and submit the following materials as outlined in Gate 1 Criteria for Admission to MCEA Program Chart: 

· Application Cover Form 

· Program Completion Plan

· Current Degree Audit

· Standards Application Narratives-2 copies of each 

Students’ names should appear on the file folder and the required forms, but not on the narratives. 
NOTE: 

· It is the student's responsibility to monitor his/her own eligibility for application to program.

· Students who are overseas during the semester in which they apply should prepare their application materials in advance and make arrangements for submitting them to the ES office by the date and time specified.
2.  Gate 1 Portfolio Review and Notification of Acceptance and Admission to Program.  

Notification of acceptance will occur PRIOR to registration for the following semester.  Students are encouraged to keep their block acceptance letter in a safe place.  It contains information that will be needed to register for assigned block sections.

Appeals Process
Students who are denied admission upon first application will be allowed to apply one more time if they still meet the minimum requirements.  After a second denial, the applicant has an opportunity to appeal the decision of the committee requesting an opportunity to re-apply a third time.  Appeals will follow standard departmental procedures for such matters (see Department Chair for details).  Decisions of the selection committee are considered final.

First Semester of Education Program (Semester before Block)

1.
The 56 applicants who are admitted to the MCEA teacher education program will be eligible to enroll in related coursework (ES 490, ES 380, and SPED 400) in the semester following their acceptance.  It is highly recommended that students take ES 385 before block.  All GE math and science courses must be completed by the time students enter the block semester.  The following semester students will then enter the block methods courses.   
2.    Maintain Your GPA
Students must attain a minimum overall GPA of 2.75 to be certified to teach in the state of Wisconsin.  In order to be graduated from UWEC, students must maintain an overall GPA of 2.75 in all (major and minor) course work as stated on the degree audit.

3.   Complete PRAXIS II Middle School Content Knowledge Test #20146

The College of Education and Human Sciences has adopted a policy that states "All Initial Educator Certification Students planning to student teach must receive a passing score on their Praxis II content exam(s) prior to obtaining a student teaching placement.  
· For a FALL semester placement, the last test date is the preceding January.  
· For a SPRING semester placement, the last test date is the preceding August." 
PRAXIS II is NOT available as a computer-based test and the test dates are limited.  For more information, visit the Academic Testing Services Office in Schofield Hall, Room 226, or call 715/836-5522, or visit the ETS website at http://www.ets.org.   
All students must pass the Middle School Content Knowledge Exam.  Art (2nd Major), French, German, Spanish, TESOL , Theater Arts and Physical Education students need an additional PRAXIS II test for their minor.  See Appendix G. 
NOTE: Students may student teach prior to passing their minor exam but will not be recommended for licensure until they have done so.


4.
Apply for Student Teaching a Year in Advance

During the months of November and April, student teaching/internship application meetings are held for students who have been admitted to program. Students must attend one of these mandatory meetings and will be asked to complete the necessary forms a year prior to student teaching. 

One component that students are required to submit as part of the application materials is a resume.  For assistance with this endeavor, the Career Services office offers one-on-one support in writing these.  Additional information can be obtained from their website at http://www.uwec.edu/career/students/jobsearch/resumes/index.htm

Block Semester (Methods Classes)

1.
Registering for Block Classes  

Students should refer to the directions in your block acceptance letter when registering for block classes.  It details the section to which you have been assigned (either 001 or 002) as well as the process for registering. Block methods courses include ES 304, 305, 306, 307, 308, 309. Be sure to begin registration for these courses with “ES 306.” You will meet in Brewer Hall and Campus School.  The format for block classes is 8:00 a.m. - 12:15 p.m. Monday through Thursday.  During the five weeks of the semester when you are placed in an elementary school classroom to complete your practicum, you are required to be in the schools for the entire teacher day.
2.  Applying for Student Teaching/Internship Placements
Necessary requirements for recommendation for student teaching include:
· Successful completion of block experience by: 

· maintaining a minimum grade of B (not B-) for the block teaching phase in at least three of the following courses:  ES 305, 306, 307, 308, and 309.  




and

· earning a minimum grade of C (not C-) in each of the following courses:  ES 304, 305, 306,307, 308, and 309

· Passing Praxis II scores

· Acceptable Portfolio review

GATE 2 - Admission to Professional Semester (Student Teaching)
At the beginning of the block semester, in ES 304, students will receive a copy of the rubrics and the score sheet containing the benchmark scores required for each of the ten WI Teacher Standards.  A PowerPoint slideshow entitled, "MCEA Professional Semester Admission Portfolio Gate 2" is available on the Education Studies Website under hotlinks at http://www.uwec.edu/ES/programs/elementary-mcea.htm.  This same information will be shared in ES 304.

Portfolios are reviewed by faculty members in the Teacher Education Program using the MCEA Rubrics and Score Sheets.  Students must attain the required benchmark scores for each of the 10 WI Teaching Standards for an acceptable portfolio review.  Portfolios are typically due the Friday before final exam week.
Upon an acceptable review by the Teacher Education Program faculty, a recommendation is forwarded through the ES Department Chair to the Field Experience office.

NOTE:   
A.  If a student is an MCEA major with an LD minor, their Gates 2 and 3 portfolios follow the MCEA portfolio preparation and scoring plan.

B.  If a student is a comprehensive SPED/MCEA major, their Gates 2 & 3 portfolios follow the SPED portfolio preparation and scoring plan.


GATE 3 - Portfolio Recommendation for Licensure

1.  
During your student teaching semester you will be required to attend two full seminar days on campus.  Application for licensure information will be shared at those meetings.
2.  
Students must successfully complete the Professional Semester student teaching or internship semester in order to be endorsed for certification.  During your student teaching you will be required to complete and submit an updated portfolio to your supervisor.  

3.  
A copy of the completed Gate 3 score sheet is submitted to the administrative assistant in the Department of Education Studies by the University Supervisor.  Upon attaining the Gate 3 benchmark scores and receipt of the Gate 3 score sheet by the ES Department, students will be eligible for recommendation for licensure.

Cultural Diversity/ Service Learning
ES 385 Service Learning Requirement: Criteria for Completion.

In the College of Education and Human Sciences, all students who will be licensed to work in schools need to meet the UWEC Service Learning hours requirement and human relations certification requirements using the following criteria:

1. Service activity is conducted in and meets the needs of the community. 

2. Service activity must occur after entrance or transfer to UWEC.

3. Acceptable experiences may include on- and off-campus activities, volunteer internship, or employment opportunities. The service must constitute significant, direct interaction with other cultures—observations alone are not acceptable. What constitutes experience with people who have a “different background” than you? This will be very obvious to you because it would have constituted a uniquely different experience. Looking back on it you should feel that you learned something about a person or group of people that you didn’t know before.  Some examples of high value experiences are the Reading Partners program, Special Olympics, Art for Disadvantaged, camps for children with disabilities, programs or camps for urban children, tutoring, Boys and Girls Club, etc. 
4. The activity must enhance the student’s academic major/minor in the following areas of knowledge (taken from the eleven goals of the baccalaureate):  

· Intercultural experiences (including people with backgrounds different than the student’s (e.g. ethnic, socio-economic, gender, sexual orientation, disability, age)

· an understanding of inquiry methods  

· an understanding of values 

· an understanding of human behavior and institutions

· ability to inquire, think, and analyze 

· ability to write, read, speak, listen  

5. Written reflection and discussion: ES 385 class activities include structured time for the students to reflect on all 30 hours of service learning experience. The written reflections will be done during ES 385 and will include one for the pre-ES 385 hours and another for the hours completed during the time period of the class. Each reflection will be evaluated by the instructor. Students who receive passing grades on both reflections and complete ES 385 will have satisfied the Service Learning and Human Relations Requirement.

1. What was the experience?

a. Total number of hours of direct interaction

b. Where was it (Name of agency, institution, program)?

c. Name of supervisor, address, phone number and e-mail

d. What were your responsibilities?

2. Describe the specific services you contributed and the kind of interaction you had with the group and/or person.

3. What did you learn about the person’s history, background, and culture that you didn’t know before?

4.  How will these experiences affect your practice with regard to:

a. Curriculum and lesson planning

b. Teaching or therapy methods

c. Interpersonal relationships/understanding of your students, colleagues, and parents

Remaining credits must be selected from: Biol 110, 130, 151, 180, 181, l94, l95, l96;  Chem. 103, 104, 115, 121, 150, 191, 304, 399; Geog 178, 199, 304, 335, 338, 361; Geol 301, 303, 308, 312, 420; Phys 115, 211, 212, 226, 229, 315.  Only one of Geography 178 or Biology 180 may be included in the minor. Additional courses may be considered with prior approval from the course instructor and general science minor adviser.  At least ten credits from one discipline (biology, chemistry, geography/geology, physics/astronomy) and six credits from each of the other three disciplines must be completed.  This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Curriculum and Instruction, and leads to licensure to teach General Science in Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence classrooms.  For advising, see Dr. R. Hollon (B-291) Curriculum and Instruction.
MINOR:  LANGUAGE ARTS, Middle Childhood/Early Adolescence (Code 930-402)
Consisting of studies in Communication, Communication Sciences and Disorders, English, Education, Psychology, and Theatre Arts, this minor provides a broad background which is useful to all teachers in the language arts. This minor is a valid minor for individuals seeking licensure to teach in Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence classrooms.
Twenty-four semester credits including: Engl 125; Eng 150 or 244 or 245; Engl 302; CJ 205; ES 316. Six credits selected from Engl 201, 220, 325, ES 306; Psyc 378; and three credits selected from Engl 421; Thea 335, 336. This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Curriculum and Instruction: Option A and leads to licensure to teach English/Language Arts in Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence classrooms. For advising, see Dr. T. Lindsey (B-293), Curriculum and Instruction.

MINOR:  LEARNING DISABILITIES, Middle Childhood/Early Adolescence (Code 950-470) 
Thirty semester credits including CSD 311; Sped 200, 205, 306, 330, 331, 335 or 404, 401, 402, 431. In addition, one of the two quarters of student teaching must be in Special Education.  Sped 400 is not required of students completing this minor.  This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Curriculum and Instruction, Option A and leads to licensure in Learning Disabilities: Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence. Students who have graduated from UW-Eau Claire in the MC-EA program within the past two years are also eligible to complete this minor.  For advising, see Dr. R. Umber (B-286) Curriculum and Instruction.

MINOR:  LIBRARY SCIENCE, Teaching (Code 960-403)
Twenty-four semester credits, including ES 305, 306, 310, 312, 316, 432; Edmt 382; and three credits from relevant coursework in media production, and technology (ES 285 and 380 recommended), principles of design, legal foundations, and literature, which enhances the minor studies is approved by the library science minor adviser and the department chair. In addition to the 24-credit minor, ES 461/661 or 466/666 and 462/662 or 467/667 are required for field experience. If the grade requirement of B- or above in field experience courses is not met, the undergraduate student may repeat the field experience course or may graduate without the recommendation for teaching endorsement. This grade requirement applies to certification only students as well. This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Curriculum and Instruction: Option A, B, or C and leads to Early Childhood through Adolescence licensure as Library Media Specialist. This is a five-year (902 Initial Educator) license with stipulations to complete additional requirements for (902 Professional) continued licensure. For advising, see Dr. Janet Amann (B286) Education Studies.

MINOR:  MATHEMATICS, Middle Childhood/Early Adolescence (Code 180-408)
A minimum of 24 semester credits, including Math 114, 204, 305, 314 or 365, 322 or 341, and 330 plus courses chosen from Math 104, 215, 246, 314, 322, 341, 365 or 453.  Math 345 may be substituted for Math 246 if 215 is chosen. This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Curriculum and Instruction: Option A and leads to licensure to teach Mathematics in Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence classrooms.
MINOR:  SOCIAL STUDIES, Middle Childhood/Early Adolescence (Code 500-403)
The Social Studies minor is designed to give Middle Childhood/Early Adolescence majors who have a strong interest in the social sciences the opportunity to pursue a broader array of courses than is possible in meeting the General Education requirements.
Twenty-four semester credits, including:

This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Education Studies: Option A and leads to licensure to teach Social Studies in Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence classrooms. For advising, see Dr. J. Worley (B-290) Curriculum and Instruction.

MINOR: THEATRE ARTS, Teaching, Middle Childhood/Early Adolescence (Code 601-425)
Twenty-four semester credits: ES 361; Thea 121, 125, 130, 171/371, 220, 332, 335, and 336. 
Theatre education majors and minors are required to take the following fine arts courses in their General Education/elective programs:  one music course from Musi 100, 102, 110 or 340; Engl 181; Art 105 or 106; and one dance course from Dnce 101, 112, or 114. This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Curriculum and Instruction: Option A and leads to licensure to teach Theatre in Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence classrooms. For advising, see Dr. J. Chapman (HFA-180) Music and Theatre Arts.
MINOR: FRENCH, Teaching, Middle Childhood/Early Adolescence (Code 260-405) 
A minimum of 24 semester credits beyond Fren 102, including 201, 202, 315, 325, 335, 345, and 354 or 355; and Flg 378.  ES 437 is required. This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Education Studies: Option A and leads to licensure to teach French in Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence classrooms. For advising, see Dr. J. Miller. (HHH-355) Foreign Languages.
All majors and minors who wish to be certified to teach a foreign language must complete an appropriate period of language immersion experience in residence in a country in which the language is spoken, or provide an alternative language immersion experience that must be approved by the Department.  The minimum time period for meeting the residence/immersion requirement is six weeks. However, the department of Foreign Languages recommends that students spend at least a semester abroad. 

MINOR:  GERMAN, Teaching, Middle Childhood/Early Adolescence (Code 280-405)  
A minimum of 24 semester credits in German beyond Germ 102, including Germ 201, 202, 313, 314, 325, 340, 352, and Flg 378.  In addition, the student must take one course at the 300 or 400 level (excluding Germ 315 and 316). ES 437 required. This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Education Studies: Option A and leads to licensure to teach German in Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence classrooms. For advising, see Dr. J. Vahlbusch (HHH-359) Foreign Languages.
All majors and minors who wish to be certified to teach a foreign language must complete an appropriate period of language immersion experience in residence in a country in which the language is spoken, or provide an alternative language immersion experience that must be approved by the Department.  The minimum time period for meeting the residence/immersion requirement is six weeks. However, the department of Foreign Languages recommends that students spend at least a semester abroad. 

MINOR:  SPANISH, Teaching (Code 320-404)

A minimum of 24 semester credits beyond Span 102, including Span 201, 202, 301, 302, 325, 410, and one civilization class (Span 355, 356,; Span/LAS 352); and Flg 378. ES 437 is required. This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Education Studies: Option A and leads to licensure to teach Spanish in Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence classrooms. For advising, see Dr. P. Hoff (HHH-372) Foreign Languages.
All majors and minors who wish to be certified to teach a foreign language must complete an appropriate period of language immersion experience in residence in a country in which the language is spoken, or provide an alternative language immersion experience that must be approved by the Department.  The minimum time period for meeting the residence/immersion requirement is six weeks. However, the department of Foreign Languages recommends that students spend at least a semester abroad. 

MINOR: TEACHING OF ENGLISH TO SPEAKERS OF OTHER LANGUAGES (TESOL) Middle Childhood/Early Adolescence (Code 550-409)
A minimum of twenty-four semester credits, including Anth 315; ES 320; ES 408; CSD 262; Engl 125; ENGL 221; Flg 378; Flg 400; and Psyc 378. ES 405/605 (TESOL Methods) and ES 406/606 (TESOL Practicum: Grades 1-8) is required. This minor is restricted to students in the College of Education and Human Sciences: Education Studies: Option A and leads to licensure to teach TESOL in Middle Childhood through Early Adolescence classrooms. For advising see Dr. K. Reynolds (HHH 374)

Foreign Languages
NOTE 1: As a requirement for the TESOL Minor, all students will pass Engl 110 with a grade of C or better. Oral proficiency in English will be determined by an interview and/or a SPEAK Test, a test of oral proficiency for non-native speakers of English. Students not passing the oral proficiency test will be required, before retesting, to take CJ 202, Engl 140, and/or an English composition class. The student will select classes in consultation with the TESOL adviser.
NOTE 2: One year of university-level foreign language study is a prerequisite for ES 405.
