This add-on licensure (minor) program is designed to accompany any education major or initial teaching license. Pre-service or in-service teachers enrolled in the Teacher Education Program may join in this program to teach English to English Learners (ELs) in American public schools. The TESOL Minor leads to a State of Wisconsin “add-on” license, which MUST be attached to
· An elementary education license (MCEA, program code 550-409), or
· A secondary content area (e.g., math, science, English, social studies, art, music, or a foreign language) license (EAA, program code 550-408), or 
· K-12 add-on licensure for those who have or are obtaining an initial K-12 licensure (ECA, code 550-410).

A new Bilingual/Bicultural add-on license is also an option for those who are seeking a TESOL licensure and who are advanced-high proficiency in their first and second languages.
