Tips for Writing a Philosophy of Education
When you apply to Student Teach, you will be asked to submit your philosophy of education statement along with that application. This statement will be shared with your Cooperating Teacher by the Field Placement Office. Many of you wrote a philosophy of education statement while enrolled in ES490: History, Philosophy and Legal Foundations. Some of you have not yet taken the course or this assignment was not part of the curriculum at that time.
Here are some tips/topics to consider in writing a simple Philosophy of Education statement:
1.  Consider your audience. You are sharing with your cooperating teacher the “why” of being a teacher. What motivated you to choose this career path?
2.  Include language regarding collaborative leadership, the conceptual framework of the program here at UW-EC. Who are the key individuals with whom you will work as a teacher to educate a child? What’s your role and theirs?
3. What about standards, the state’s and the nation’s?  What is your opinion regarding these standards? (be positive)
4. Acknowledge an obstacle or hurdle that you anticipate in the teaching profession. How might you be creative or problem solve to rise above the obstacle?
