This is also the center 
were most of the Hmong history are kept and most clan 
meetings are held. Important decisions are made here as well 
as providing goods for families that are in need. In every city 
that has a good number of Hmong members in the community, 
you can expect that there is a Hmong Mutual Assistance Center. 

Txz Frame is based on the first letter of the name of the father 
and the sons. T is for Txawj Tsab , X for Xyootshiab, and Z for 
Zoosiab and Zoontsws. 

Tailor & Alterations Shop : There is nothing Hmong about this 
sign, but that it is own by a Hmong family. Many Hmong families 
make their own traditional outfits so there is really no need to 
have someone else making it for them. This is a new 
phenomenon for the Hmong community as they assimilate into 
wearing American attire.

When the children are not there, the 
parents will have to come and work the front, but they generally prefer to 

work in the back where they do not have to use their English as much.
