UWEC ATEP’s Clinical Education Journal


The intention of the journal is to assist with your development as a clinical practitioner and to reflect back on your experience.  You are encouraged to think and analyze what is you are doing during your clinical experience. Ideally, reflection can lead you towards greater confidence and assertiveness or a change in attitude, perspective or priorities. Furthermore, writing reflective journals can reinforce reflection-in-action because it allows you to reach a higher level of correlation between theory (classroom) and practice (clinical experience).
To assist you with this development, you will complete a journal at the conclusion of each clinical education experience.  Included in this clinical summary, should be 1) Beneficial experiences during the rotation, 2) Personal clinical goals and achievements, 3) ATS’s role as a healthcare provider in this setting, 4) Strengths of clinical experience, 5) Weakness of the clinical experience, 6) Suggestions for improvement of the field experience, 7) What do I want to investigate further, and 8) How does this experience relate to previous knowledge and experience and to future learning activities?
All journals must be typed and reviewed for accuracy, grammar, spelling, etc. and signed by your clinical instructor prior to being turned in for assessment. You may want to also take daily/weekly notes to assist your memory.
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
