Willhoite, Michael. Daddy’s Roommate. (IMC CBC E W6698d 1990) 

A young boy discusses his divorced father’s new living situation, in which the father and his gay 
roommate share eating, doing chores, playing, loving, and living. 
 

Newman, Leslea. Heather Has Two Mommies. (IMC CBC E N4657h 1989) 
When Heather goes to playgroup, at first she feels bad because she has two mothers and no father, but 
then she learns that there are lots of different kinds of families and the most important thing is that all the 
people love each other. 
 

Homes, A.M. Jack. (IMC CBC Fic H7531j 1990) 
Fifteen-year-old Jack’s confused feeling for his father, who left him and his mother four years earlier, are 
further complicated when he finds that his father is gay. 

 
Willhoite, Michael. Daddy’s Wedding. (IMC CBC E W6698dw 1996) 

Nick tells about the wedding of his daddy to Frank, including the gathering of family and  friends, the 
ceremony, the food, and the antics of Clancy. 
 

Endersbe, Julie. Homosexuality: What Does it Mean? (IMC CBC 306.766 En215h 2000) 
Provides an overview of sexuality and sexual orientation and discusses the issues and concerns of 
teenage homosexuals, including coming out, support systems, risks, fears, prejudices, and healthy sexual 
behavior. 
 

Goobie, Beth. Hello, Groin. (IMC CBC Fic G5902h 2006) 
Sixteen-year-old Dylan has a boyfriend, but she secretly loves her best girlfriend Joq, and she is afraid to 
“come out.” 
 

Hall, Lynn. Sticks and Stones. (IMC CBC Fic H1447st 1972) 
A seventeen-year-old boy’s life is nearly destroyed when a rumor that he is homosexual is started in his 
new high school. 
 

St. James, James. Freak Show. (IMC CBC Fic Sa238f 2007) 
Having faced teasing that turned into a brutal attack, Christianity expressed as persecution, and the loss 
of his only real friend when he could no longer keep his crush under wraps, seventeen-year-old Billy 
Bloom, a drag queen, decides the only way to become fabulous again is to run for Homecoming Queen at 
his elite, private school near Fort Lauderdale, Florida.
