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This paper describes the findings from two investigations out of 
Bleske-Rechek's Individual Differences and Evolutionary Psychology 
(IDEP) lab. In the two studies, women's evaluations of an opposite-
sex target as a long-term romantic partner and short-term sex part-
ner were negatively impacted by viewing that target ignore an 
upset baby; in contrast, men's long-term and short-term sexual 
attraction to a female target were not consistently affected by con-
text. Neither sexual strategy (interest in short-term versus long-term 
mating) nor sex-role beliefs moderated participants' sensitivity to 
targets' behavior. Women more than men appear to display a gen-
eral sensitivity to an opposite-sex target's good character.
