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This book is intended for anyone interested in the Latina/o experi-
ence in education (but, in particular for Latina/o students
interested in pursuing doctorates). It starts with the K-12
experience, moves through undergraduate circumstances and
culminates with graduate expectations and realities. The editors
have provided student, faculty and administrator perspectives for
consideration and review. The ultimate goal is to get more Latina/o
students pursuing doctorates and going into faculty positions on
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Lo Aol LI et hee college campuses. A truly unique feature of the book is the
_ personal reflections of Latina/o students themselves. My chapter
dealt with what Deans (and other college-level administrators) can

do to enhance the potential of increased Latina/o enrollments.
