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Since 1986, Sean Hartnett has produced over 30 bathymetric
maps of lakes and rivers in western Wisconsin. Most of these maps
serve as official Department of Natural Resources (DNR) lake
maps, and often were associated with more comprehensive
studies pertaining to lake health and water quality. Sean has
developed a series of mapping methodologies that integrate GIS
and GPS technologies to render 3D lake terrain maps based on
thousands of GPS depth survey points. Thousands of copies are
printed, with blue shaded bathymetry data overlaying aerial
photography. The featured Tainter Lake map was funded by a
cooperative grant from the Tainter/Menomin Lake Improvement
Association, the Wisconsin DNR and Xcel Energy. Student Phil
