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The Whitesail Lake map area in west-central British Columbia (NTS 93E)
was the focus of a two-year bedrock mapping project. The primary
objective of the investigation was to provide a comprehensive evaluation
of economic mineral potential. Three UW-Eau Claire faculty and eight
students worked with scientists from the Geological Survey of Canada
and the University of British Columbia in this remote and inaccessible
area to integrate regional bedrock mapping, stratigraphic and structural
analyses, geochronology, plutonic and volcanic geochemistry, isotopic
analyses and mineral assays into a comprehensive assessment of the
geological framework and economic mineral potential of the region. This
project resulted in the publication of two papers, numerous UW - Eau
Claire Faculty/Student Collaborative Research Projects and four 1:50,000
scale maps.
