Applications for
department approval will be accepted in the Depamntrof Special Education office twice a year with
deadlines of March 1 and October 1. A recommenddtir admission to program will be made by the
Admissions Committee.

Admission to any major or minor program may be tediby resources available. Approval for admissmon
major and minor programs will be determined by cefitiye rankings. Objective criteria will be apgdi to
rate the applicants. Students who are denied admisnay request a meeting with the Admissions
Committee chairperson. Students will be providertratings and informed of the cutoff number for
acceptance. Students may resubmit an applicaimiotlowing semester.
