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	WHEREAS, Schofield Auditorium is the largest fixed seating theatre on campus; and 
	WHEREAS, Schofield Auditorium resides in the only National Historical Building on campus; and
	WHEREAS, Schofield Auditorium, as the orientation welcome venue, is the “front door” to many students entering campus for the first time; and
	WHEREAS, Schofield Auditorium is in desperate need of repair and is currently deficient in its technological capabilities; and
	WHEREAS, a Schofield Auditorium Renovation Project has been created involving University Centers, the University Foundation, the State of Wisconsin, Student Senate, and University Administration; and 
	WHEREAS, over the past six years 98% of events held in Schofield Auditorium have been sponsored by student organizations; and
	WHEREAS, the completion of this project would significantly reduce costs to student organizations wishing to utilize Schofield Auditorium; and
	WHEREAS, in 2009-2010 Schofield Auditorium was used for 135 performance events; and
	WHEREAS, the technological upgrades to Schofield Auditorium will drastically expand production capabilities for university events; and
	WHEREAS, the estimated cost of this project is $784,811; and
	WHEREAS, the project will include $225,263 for seating, $135,000 for sound, $140,737 for lighting, $35,000 for Crestron central controls, $100,000 for a video wall projection system, and $148,811 for significant aesthetic and facility upgrades, including making the stage handicap assessable; and
	WHEREAS, this project has a projected completion schedule of October 2011 in order to be the opening venue for the campus centennial celebration; and 
	WHEREAS, the requested student fee contribution is $125,000; and
	WHEREAS, the Finance Commission voted 11-0-2 to fully fund this request;
	BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that the Student Senate authorizes the allocation of $62,500 in FY 2010-2011 and $62,500 in FY 2011-2012 to the Schofield Auditorium Renovation Project; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that student organizations shall pay no room or equipment fees to use Schofield Auditorium upon completion of this project; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this funding is contingent upon contributions of $245,000 from the Foundation, $148,811 from a State Small Projects grant, and $141,000 from University Centers; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this allocation shall come from the segregated fee carryover balance; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Student Senate recommends that operation and oversight of Schofield Auditorium fall under University Centers; and
	BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that upon passage, President Jambrek transmit a copy of this bill to Dr. Brian Levin-Stankevich, Chancellor; Dr. Patricia Kleine, Provost/Vice Chancellor; Dr. Beth Hellwig, Vice Chancellor, Student Affairs; Dr. Brian Carlisle, Dean of Students; Dave Gessner, Assistant Chancellor, Budget and Finance; Mark Reeves, Director, Business Services; Dr. Susan Harrison, Chair, University Senate; Jacqueline Kriesel, Accountant, Budget & Finance; Kimera Way, Executive Director, University Foundation; Charles Farrell, Director, University Centers; and  Jason Anderson, Event Production Coordinator, University Centers.
