Attachment “A”
Section 8.08: Action by the Chancellor: Any bill or resolution adopted by the Student Senate shall be forwarded by the President to the Chancellor with the title, text, approval method, vote total, date, and signature. All Senate legislation requires a signed and dated response from the Chancellor within one calendar week month.
(a) In the case of a resolution, the Chancellor will indicate that the resolution has been received and acknowledged, will have the opportunity to refer it to the appropriate department for consideration, and have opportunity to comment.
(b) In the case of a bill, the Chancellor will indicate if the bill is approved and authorized for implementation, held for negotiation for thirty calendar days, or rejected.
(c) Where appropriate, the Chancellor will designate a department or individual responsible for implementation.
(d) If a bill is held for negotiation, the President and interested parties will consult with the Chancellor and others as necessary to resolve any issues.
(e) The Chancellor will indicate if the bill will be approved or rejected if negotiations prove unsatisfactory to one or both parties.
(f) Should a new draft form of legislation be agreed to between the President and the Chancellor in negotiations, the President will submit the compromise bill to the floor of the Senate for approval.
(g) If a bill is rejected, the Chancellor will indicate the objections and reasons for rejection.
(h) Bills that have not had a response from the Chancellor within thirty calendar days shall be considered authorized and approved.
(i) The President shall report to Senate any action on legislation by the Chancellor.
(j) If a bill is rejected by the Chancellor, any voting member may place a motion of appeal in Unfinished Business for its appeal to the UW System President under Regent Policy 30-3. This motion requires a second, debate, and 2/3 of voting members to approve. All votes shall be done by roll call. 
(k) Any action by the President of the UW System shall be expressed by the Student Body President in their report. Should these actions prove unsatisfactory, a member may move to appeal the decision of the UW System President to the full Board of Regents under Regent Policy 30-3. This motion of appeal requires a second, debate, and 2/3 of voting members to approve. All votes shall be done by roll call.
(l) Motions to appeal to the System President or Regents shall be pursued by the Student Body President in consultation with the executive board, advisor, and any authors of the legislation.
(m) Motions to appeal to the System President and/or Board of Regents should be viewed as a last resort and should be used only when on campus negotiations and appeals have expired.
(n) After any vote to appeal the decision of the Chancellor or the System President, the Student Body President shall seek consultation with the Chancellor to determine if local solutions may be found prior to pursuing the appeal.
