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	WHEREAS, the History Graduate Student Association (HGSA) holds Scholarly Forums throughout the year; and 
	WHEREAS, the HGSA Scholarly Forums are open to all students, staff, faculty, and community members; and
	WHEREAS, Andrew Case, is a history PhD candidate at the University of Wisconsin-Madison and member of the Center for Culture, History, and Environment; and
	WHEREAS, Mr. Case would present his research on early organic farming movements in postwar America at the HGSAs Scholarly Forum December 9, 2010; and
	WHEREAS, Mr. Case would then present at the HGSAs Nuts and Bolts Forum on the Center for Culture, History, and Environment, as well as other environmental history organizations on December 10, 2010; and 
	WHEREAS, Andrew Case’s fees include reimbursement for travel, advertising costs, and one night stay at a hotel; and
	WHEREAS, Mr. Case does not require any speaking fees; and
	WHEREAS, the HGSA is a newer student organization and does not have the funds required to pay educational speakers; and
	WHEREAS, the Environmental Endeavors Commission voted 5-0-1 to approve this expenditure; 
	BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that the Student Senate authorizes the expenditure of $343.58 to the History Graduate Student Association; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this expenditure shall be drawn from the Environmental Endeavors account; and
