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	WHEREAS, AIESEC is the world’s largest student-run organization; and 
	WHEREAS, AIESEC exists to bridge international relations through a vast network of internships; and
	WHEREAS, members of AIESEC seeks to send five members to the Winter National Conference in Albuquerque, NM, to further develop the UW-Eau Claire AIESEC Chapter; and
	WHEREAS, members plan to use experiences at the conference to greatly increase their local knowledge base of internship development; and
	WHEREAS, this internship development is a critical step in AIESEC becoming financially independent of segregated fees; and 
	WHEREAS, the cost of this event was estimated at $2,853; and
	WHEREAS, AIESEC was proactive in minimizing the cost of attending the conference; and 
	WHEREAS, AIESEC planned for $1,370 in other funding; and
	WHEREAS, AIESEC requested $1,453 to fully cover the remaining cost of the event; and
	WHEREAS, the Finance Commission voted 12-0-2 to partially fund this request in the amount of $500;
	BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that the Student Senate authorizes the allocation of $500 to AIESEC; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this allocation shall come from the segregated fee carryover balance; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Student Senate recommends that additional funding come from additional contributions from individual members, AIESEC’s national account, and AIESEC’s segregated fee account; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Student Senate recommends planning for conference costs within AIESEC’s annual budget request; and
	BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that upon passage, President Jambrek transmit a copy of this bill to Dr. Brian Levin-Stankevich, Chancellor; Dr. Patricia Kleine, Provost/Vice Chancellor; Dr. Beth Hellwig, Vice Chancellor, Student Affairs; Dr. Brian Carlisle, Dean of Students; Dave Gessner, Assistant Chancellor, Budget & Finance; Mark Reeves, Director, Business Services; Jacqueline Kriesel, Accountant, Budget & Finance; Dr. Susan Harrison, Chair, University Senate; and Julia Pennington, Associate Professor, Management & Marketing.
