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	WHEREAS, in May 2009 Regent Aaron Wingad introduced the idea of creating a more unified statewide student association system with representation from each individual student government; and 
	WHEREAS, currently UW System Student Representatives is an informally constituted group of the Student Body Presidents and Vice Presidents from each UW campus; and
	WHEREAS, those representatives have been working for nearly two full years on drafting a Constitution in that regard; and
	WHEREAS, this Constitution would establish the Student Representatives as a board of trustees over United Council ; and
	WHEREAS, Student Representatives would have the authority to approve or reject the budget, hiring and firing decisions, and legislative priorities of United Council; and 
	WHEREAS, this would create a greater collective buy-in to the statewide student association and would encourage higher membership within United Council; and
	WHEREAS, this would ensure that United Council’s goals reflect the views and initiatives desired by the duly elected student representatives from each campus; and 
	WHEREAS, the very controversial mandatory membership provision has been removed from the Constitution; and
	WHEREAS, at the last Student Representatives meeting the Constitution passed overwhelmingly with only one negative vote; and
	WHEREAS, for enactment the Constitution requires the ratification of two- thirds of UW campus student governments; and
	WHEREAS, that ratification must be by simple majority at each government;
	BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that the Student Senate of the University of Wisconsin-Eau Claire ratifies the Student Representatives Constitution included in Attachment “A;” and
	BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that upon passage, President Jambrek transmit a copy of this bill to Dr. Brian Levin-Stankevich, Chancellor; Dr. Patricia Kleine, Provost/Vice Chancellor; Dr. Beth Hellwig, Vice Chancellor, Student Affairs; Dr. Brian Carlisle, Dean of Students; NicoleJuan, Executive Director, United Council; Michael Moscicke, Government Relations Director, United Council; Erika Wolf, Field Organizer, United Council; Kirk Cychosz, President, United Council; Dr. Kevin Reilly, UW System President; Cynthia Graham, UW System Academic Affairs; Aaron Wingad, Student Regent; and the UW System Student Representatives.
