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	WHEREAS, the United Council of UW Students is the statewide organizing and lobbying organization for UW Students; and 
	WHEREAS, the United Council Director position, previously “Delegation Leader” was a position created under the General Assembly system at United Council; and
	WHEREAS, the General Assembly system required a large delegation of seven or more students at each United Council to vote on matters of United Council policy; and
	WHEREAS, United Council has undergone massive restructuring where this is no longer required; and
	WHEREAS, with the expected state ratification of the Student Representatives Constitution, the Student Body President and Vice President will now be attending United Council events and be acting as members of its overseeing board; and 
	WHEREAS, since the two most senior student representatives will be attending and organizing logistics, the United Council Director is no longer required; and
	WHEREAS, as United Council is a significant resource and driving force for state lobbying; and 
	WHEREAS, the Intergovernmental Affairs Director is charged with the liaison and lobbying of state government; and
	WHEREAS, merging the duties under the IGA Director and Commission would save the Senate money in a stipend and better coordinate UW-Eau Claire’s lobbying efforts with the rest of the state’s lobbying efforts; 
	BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that the Student Senate amends its Bylaws according to Attachment “A;” and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that these Bylaw changes take effect immediately; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the United Council Director and delegation member appointments be removed from Senate forms and publications; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Student Senate empowers the Program Assistant to make any editorial lettering, numbering, or spacing changes that are required due to these amendments; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the desk previously utilized by the United Council Director be reserved for the use of the Student Court; and
	BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that upon passage, President Jambrek transmit a copy of this bill to Dr. Brian Levin-Stankevich, Chancellor; Dr. Patricia Kleine, Provost/Vice Chancellor; Dr. Beth Hellwig, Vice Chancellor, Student Affairs; Dr. Brian Carlisle, Dean of Students; Nicole Juan, Executive Director, United Council; Erika Wolf, Field Organizer, United Council; and Kirk Cychosz, President, United Council.
