IN SUPPORT OF CHANGING BOOK RENTAL SELECTION POLICY 
  


WHEREAS, the book rental system is a valuable service offered to students at this University; and
WHEREAS, this allows for students to save funds that would be used on textbook purchases; and
WHEREAS, all students must pay a fee each semester that goes directly to the Instructional Resource Rental program; and
WHEREAS, the instructional resources that are distributed among students each semester varies greatly from student to student; and
WHEREAS, the current process by which the Instructional Resource Rental Committee operates is beneficial for selecting resources for courses that are new or reoccur each semester; and 
WHEREAS, some courses may have a rapidly changing textbook due to the changes in society, theory, or knowledge in the field; and
WHEREAS, some courses may have a rapidly changing textbook due to not having the course offer every semester; and
WHEREAS, the current process that is used by the Instructional Resource Rental Committee is unable to differentiate the types of courses for those that have rapidly changing textbooks; and
WHEREAS, a balance among the course types would create a better use of the funds given for book rentals among the student population;
BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that the process by which the Instructional Resource Rental Committee selects course resources be changed to compensate for such courses that do not meet criteria at the same pace as other courses; and
BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that upon passage President Jambrek transmit copies of this resolution to Dr. Brian Levin-Stankevich, Chancellor; Dr. Patricia Kleine, Provost/Vice Chancellor; Dr. Beth Hellwig, Vice Chancellor, Student Affairs; Dr. Brian Carlisle, Dean of Students; Dr. Susan Harrison, Chair, University Senate; and Candice Wilson, Associate Director, University Centers.
