MINUTES

UWEC Assessment Committee

May 8, 2003

1. Chair Jan Morse opened the meeting at 2:00 p.m.

2. No minutes were recorded from the May 1 meeting.

3. Morse announced that students enrolled in First-Year Experience courses will be trained on the E-Portfolio system starting in Fall 2003. Forty-five students in Psychology are piloting the beta version of the ePortfolio system now; an updated version 1.0 will be on-line by mid-May. 

4. Morse and Oates are planning for FYE faculty training for fall in regard to ePortfolios.  The plan that has been developed includes notifying FYE faculty that Power Point presentations and/or web-based tutorials will be available for their use to introduce students to e-portfolios early in the fall semester.  A handout for students will be developed as well so students have ‘something in hand’ after the FYE faculty presentation.  In addition, Oates will participate in the faculty orientation for FYE this fall and demonstrate these tools.  Faculty who do not attend will be notified by email of the process.  Once the FYE faculty introduce the ePortfolio Project to the students, he will ask the faculty to notify him of that fact.  This notification will allow Oates to monitor students’ portfolio progress and faculty participation.

5. The committee agreed upon the following plans for this summer’s assessment of  Portfolio Goals 3 (a,b,c), 4 (a), 7(a), and 11 (a,b).

· Readers will first assess submissions using current rubrics for the current outcomes for each goal.

· For those submissions that do not apply to the current outcomes, readers will use a 0 to 4 ranking to assess them holistically for the new outcomes and will provide written explanations of their rankings.

· This process could provide helpful new rubrics as well as support for the efficacy of the new outcomes when we submit them to the Academic Policies Committee early in the fall.

6. Oates provided rubrics for goals/outcomes that have not yet been evaluated through the portfolio reading process to this point in time; changes were suggested.  

7. Debbie Gough handed out the freshmen binders; the committee suggested changes to the portfolio section. 

8. The meeting adjourned at 3:30 p.m.
