[Relating to Goal 6] My university experience has helped me to understand current events in a historical context.  

[Relating to Goal 8] My institution has helped me to see how science and scientific methods impact my life.

[Relating to Goal 9] I have engaged in the arts during my college years. e.g. attended, performed, created.
4. The committee began to review a draft of the report on the 2003 Baccalaureate Portfolio Assessment by Scott Oates.  The committee suggests that statistics be reported on acceptable papers for each goal only, with a note indicating the numbers of papers that were unacceptable.   The committee will review the draft some more, and discuss at its next meeting.


5. The e-portfolio site should be up-dated with the up to date outcomes.
