University Assessment Committee Minutes

The meeting was called to order by Scott Oates at 2:04 p.m. in Schofield 202.

1. The respectfully submitted minutes of the meeting of February 24, 2005 were respectfully approved as respectfully distributed.  
2. Scott Oates gave an update on the APC motion on UGEC Functions now on the University Senate floor.  The motion has had its first reading.  There was a general feeling among Assessment Committee members that the motion unambiguously points the UGEC committee to the Plan for Assessment of Student Academic Achievement to evaluate the GE program’s effectiveness.

3. Debbie Gough, Marc Goulet and Scott Oates will meet on March 17, 2005 at 2 p.m. to discuss statistical issues pertaining to the Summary Report to the University Community of the Assessment of Student Learning Outcomes.

4. A discussion of local questions for the Student Opinion Survey resulted in some suggested changes in language for questions to provide more consistency.  Scott Oates will make those changes.  Further, Question #30 was revised to read:  “To what extent has your education at UW-Eau Claire improved your understanding of science.”  [Goal 8]  Question #26 was revised to read:  “Universities have a responsibility to teach students to become responsible and engaged citizens.”  [Goal 10].  It was noted that the latter suggested revision should be communicated to the Director of Service Learning.
5. Debbie Gough mentioned the utility of creating and administering a web-based or paper survey of senior students.  It could yield important data for assessing some currently under-assessed student outcomes.
