2. Minutes of March 10th
· Minutes accepted
3. Higher Learning Commission (HLC) update 
· HLC is the accrediting agency for UWEC.  The committee discussed preparation for presenting the assessment plan, assessment data, and what has been done with assessment data.
4. CAAP testing update (Gough)
· CAAP testing has been completed, and was designed for second semester sophomores.  Math and the writing essay were assessed this year.  The committee discussed the need to look at the math exam, and see if it is something that should be used again in the future.  It may not be in line with current UWEC math requirements (e.g., it does not assess statistics).

2004 Baccalaureate Portfolio Report: Preparing for the 2005 reading
· The committee discussed preparation for the 2005 reading.  Deb Gough reminded the committee that attention needs to be paid to ensure that colleges are represented in the group recruited to read portfolios.
· The 2004 Baccalaureate Portfolio Assessment report was distributed.  The committee will read for clarity and content.

· A full cycle of portfolio assessment has been completed.  Assessment of Goal #8 (an understanding of science and scientific methods) is coming up at the next portfolio reading.  Scott Oates proposed working with past readers of Goal #8 to revise the current rubric.  The committee considered the possibility of needing three people (instead of 2) to assess Goal #8 at the next portfolio reading.

· The committee discussed need to develop an assessment website before HLC comes.

Discussion of Summary Report: Student Academic Achievement and the Goals for the Baccalaureate Degree

· The committee discussed distribution of the report, and how to get feedback from pertinent groups.  Deb Gough suggested that it might be important for Scott Oates to meet with college curriculum committees, and to get chairs together to make sure people have the Plan for Assessment and the Summary Report.

· Dale Johnson wondered if data could be disaggregated, to evaluate data from particular groups of students.  

· Marc Goulet suggested that curriculum committees be asked to review the report and give a response.  In addition, curriculum committees could be given a process by which to provide feedback.  

· The committee discussed the draft of the introduction to the report.  It needs to include limitations of the assessment.
