Assessment Committee Minutes

November 4, 2004

The meeting was called to order by Scott Oates at 1:04p.m. in Schofield 202.

1. The October 21, 2004 minutes were approved.

2. GE Goals: A draft letter by David Shih, Chair of the Arts & Sciences Curriculum Committee was reviewed. It was suggested that an agreement (articulation) between all the “goals” groups on campus be formed, and then the assessment process could be realigned to be more efficient. There was a felt need to obtain a more specific definition and differentiation between the goals of GE and the Baccalaureate goals. Three questions emerged that we would like answers to:

1) What is the UGEC trying to accomplish?

2) How is the A & S Curriculum Committee viewing the articulation between the GE and Baccalaureate goals? And

3) What baccalaureate goals do the GE courses meet?

3. Calendar for Capstone Class Participation: After viewing graphs which identified the capstone courses, enrollments and when each was being offered, Scott Oates agreed to work with the information and distribute to members for feedback a plan for determining which capstone courses would be identified for portfolio collection. Dr. Oates specified that he will go to the chairs first and then talk to the capstone instructors in the following order: business, history, biology, nursing, communication disorders, geography and communication and journalism.

4. Update on Summary Report: It was agreed that the report would be ready by the end of Fall Semester 2004. Discussion included technology applications, live links and summaries by standards. Continued discussion also involved “who” would be the audience for the final report. Curriculum committees have the ultimate responsibility.

The meeting was adjourned at 2:33 p.m.
