1. The September 30, 2005 minutes were approved with editorial corrections.

4. The committee drafted the following question to assess the outcome “Students use historical knowledge to understand a problem or an issue.”  

Has your experience at UW-Eau Claire influenced the way you use historical knowledge to understand today’s issues and problems?  Please explain or give examples.     

5. Karen Welch drafted a revision of Question 6.  See below.

Has your college experienced influenced your knowledge of people of different races, ethnicities, cultures, sexual orientation, and/or people with disabilities?  Please explain or give examples.   

6. The following questions remain to be drafted by the committee:  

a. Revise the interview question about the arts:  Margaret
b. Draft an interview question about oral communication:  Cecilia

c. Draft an interview question about science and scientific methods:  Scott

d. Draft a new ice-breaker:  Marc

7. Scott reminded the committee that the mini-conference for the Progress Report Assessment of Student Academic Achievement  will be held at the Hilltop Conference Center on October 28 from 11 – 1.
