Chair Oates called the meeting to order at 11:03 a.m.

The minutes of the November 4 meeting were approved as distributed.

1.  Exit Interview Questions:  The Committee discussed the layout and presentation of the exit interview questions and decided that:


a.  the scored questions will be listed first,
b.  the non-scored questions will follow the scored questions but be preceded by a preface, and


c.   a wrap-up will follow the non-scored questions.

2.  The Committee agreed to insert the word “learning” before the word “outcomes” throughout all of the exit interview questions.

The Committee revisited the intent and purpose of the non-scored questions.  Scott reminded the Committee that one of its roles is to improve the assessment measures and procedures.  While the results of the non-scored questions may provide the Committee with some interesting feedback and ideas, the results should not be viewed as conclusive.  One of the purposes of non-scored questions is to develop better questions and rubrics for future assessments.
At this point concern was raised of having only four scored questions for this year’s assessment.  As a result Scott asked everyone to reconsider some of the scored questions that had been used in previous years but tentatively dropped for this year’s assessment.   These questions will be revisited at the next meeting and a decision will be made as to which questions will be used and which ones will and will not be scored.
