1. Minutes from March 3 were approved.  

2. 2006 Exit Interview:  

a. The committee recommended discussing scheduling problems with exit interviewers, e.g., what kinds of scheduling problems did you encounter?  If a student did not show up, how did you handle it?  Are there changes that would make scheduling interviews more efficient?  

3. Proposed Task Force to Revise Institutional Learning Goals/University Assessment Plan:  

a. The committee recommended that the task force not overlook the assessment work taking place in the three professional colleges. 

4. Baccalaureate WebPortfolio Orientations:   

a. Scott reported to the committee that he has been conducting webportfolio orientations for first year students who did not take a FYE class.  Typically, 4-8 students attend each orientation.  Scott observed that this is not an efficient way to orient the approximately 600 freshmen who did not take a FYE class.  
b. The committee suggested studying the feasibility of awarding 1 credit for complete an orientation or tutorial.  

5. Alumni Survey  

a. Debbie Gough reported that UW System is administering the Alumni Survey this spring; would it be redundant for the University to also administer this survey?  Debbie will follow-up on this.
