Assessment Committee Minutes

The meeting was called to order by Scott Oates at 11:05 a.m. in Schofield 202.

1. The September 23, 2005 minutes were approved as circulated.
2. The committee discussed exit interviews for 2006.  Scott pointed out that the committee might like to consider adding/revising questions in the exit interview.  For instance the Assessment Plan currently only uses the Alumni Outcomes Survey and the Portfolio as instruments of measure in goals 6, 8 and 11.  Perhaps the exit interview can also be used for one or more of these goals.

3. The committee does need to look at the exit interview rotation schedule for departmental participation in the exit interview process.  We will delay this work for the time being.  It was also mentioned that we need to work in the exit interview process on informing students that the process requires that we attend to how they are speaking along with what in particular they happen to be saying.  
4. We looked at each of the exit interview questions in turn:  Fold the ice-breaker into the introduction to set a conversational tone.  Move Question 1 to the end.  Revise 2.  Keep 3.  Drop 4 and include a question asking them to recall and reflect on a particular speaking and listening experience.  Drop 5.  Revise 6 (remove “How” and include knowledge and drop “thinking about”). Revise 7.  Drop 8.  Include a question on the sciences (goal 8) and a question on historical consciousness (goal 6).  Scott assigned committee members to revise and create questions.  [Marc: ice-breaker, science; April: q.2; Cecilia: speaking/listening; Scott: science; Karen: q.6; Wayne & Debbie: history; Margaret: q.7] 

5. Scott noted that the mini-conference for the Progress Report Assessment of Student Academic Achievement  will be held at the Hilltop Conference Center on October 28 from 11 – 1.   
6. The meeting adjourned at 12:25 p.m.
