University Assessment Committee Minutes
Monday, January 29, 2007

The meeting was called to order by Scott Oates at 11:05 in Schofield 202.
1. The January 22 minutes were approved as edited.

2. Update on alumni outcomes survey:  We still need to find out whether UW System will provide any data to the local campus. If not, then we will need to talk about doing the Alumni Survey for UW-Eau Claire.
3. Visiting capstone courses: Scott reported that he has begun to talk with faculty about visiting the capstone courses selected to submit portfolios. The reception has been positive. He will work with April to visit the Psychology classes and with Bob to visit the Business classes. Departments really want the data disaggregated so they can see how their students are doing. Scott will talk with Jan Morse and then with LTS about making this possible. We talked about giving departments access to the portfolios of their students and/or oversampling certain departments so we could give them better data.

4.  Meeting with chairs about summary report: Scott met with the A&S chairs to discuss our summary report. Again, they expressed an interest in data about their students, but understood that for the questions they were being asked, they did not need such data. Scott will prepare an executive summary of the report as was requested by certain chairs. The current deadline for responses is March 9th.

Scott will work with Bob Sutton to set up a meeting with the Business chairs. He has been in contact with EHS and Nursing.

5. Discussion of exit interview report

a) Debbie suggested putting in comparative data from previous exit interviews.

b) We discussed what we should do with the written interviews. Scott will send a copy of the results to us electronically. Then we will decide if we should score them and, if so, how.

c) It was suggested that we should send this most recent data with the other information we are sending to the departments.

d) We discussed who should get the results. 

1. We can sort by major and send the results to the department if wanted. However, currently the major is the one the student reported. We should find the accurate major from the data base if we are going to send the information to departments.

2. The G.E. committee would be interested in most of the questions as they think about redesigning G.E.
3. Kimberly Barrett should be sent the results for the question dealing with diversity.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:05 p.m.
