There were 6 questions related to gathering information about whether students worked while at UW-Eau Claire and a number of questions about use of computing resources.  I suggest we eliminate those questions because we can gather that from other sources.  Keeping these brief may be the key to getting responses. The questions related to the goals of the baccalaureate are a necessary piece of our university assessment plan and are critical to that work (and meeting HLC requirements).
