1. The meeting was called to order at 11:17.

2. Minutes from 2-12-07 were approved with minor edits (chart to outline alignment between baccalaureate goals and alumni survey items will be appended to minutes).

5. Discussion ensued about the web-based senior exit interviews. Discussion focused on two primary questions: Should we continue to invest in them? If so, should we consider a rubric that might function well for scoring both face-to-face interviews and web-bases interviews? There are potential limitations of using a binary system – for example, interviewers may be less likely to grant a 2 (instead of a 1) in a binary rubric than in a 3-2-1 rubric. 

6. Assignment for next week’s meeting, which will begin at 11:15 again: Go through first four exit interview responses (web-based) and code them using a binary (yes/no) system, to allow us a rough check on whether we agree on binary judgments.
