1.  Chair S. Oates opened the meeting at 12:05 p.m.
2.  We will review the December 7 minutes at our next meeting.  
3.  Scott met with the Arts and Sciences curriculum committee to discuss the newly articulated University learning goals.  

4.  Scott distributed a draft of a document that distinguishes learning goal statements at the institutional level and learning outcomes at the unit/department/program level. (He will encourage the phrase “expanded learning outcomes” to refer to the latter.) 
5.  We briefly discussed compiling a glossary of assessment terms to help clarify the sometimes esoteric language surrounding assessment.

6.  The committee discussed who will assess these expanded learning statements.  It is hoped that departments, programs, and units will assess the statements that apply to them.  Scott noted that we need multiple forms of assessment:

Here are what other measures can show us

He mentioned the University of Northern Arizona as an appropriate model
7. The committee then discussed CLA at length.

8. We discussed what to do with CAAP.  Scott recommended that this year—while we are building a plan for the new goals—we administer CAPP to first-year students and seniors and that we include the critical thinking and writing components.  He will discuss this idea with Andy Phillips.
