The meeting was called to order by Scott Oates at 12:05 p.m.

1.  The February 1, 2008 minutes were approved as circulated.
2.  Scott Oates announced that the Network for Excellence in Teaching (NET) is arranging ongoing, on-line consultations with Barbara Walvoord in which departments, programs, and units can participate.  Scott also discussed a process by which the University Assessment Committee (UAC) could assist departments who are working with Barbara Walvoord.  By observing how Barbara Walvoord consults with departments, members of the UAC could gain professional expertise in reviewing and providing feedback on assessment plans.  In essence, this would translate into a professional development opportunity and support the UAC becoming more of a local consultative body in the assessment arena.  Such activities could become part of the new UAC functions.  
3.  Scott distributed a handout of draft ideas for the revised functions of the UAC.  We will come back to these ideas at a later meeting.

4.  We discussed briefly the drafts of expanded university learning goals provided by committee members.  It was stressed that these should be viewed as providing guidance and broad parameters wherein departments and programs could more specifically define the ways in which they address and assess the new university learning goals.
