University Assessment Committee Minutes
April 18, 2008

1. The minutes of April 11 were approved as submitted.

2. Scott distributed a draft of the annual report request.  He indicated that he had already suggested that the request for information about assessing G.E. should be removed since we have never asked individual departments to assess their G.E. courses.

Debbie indicated that the questions don’t apply as readily to units as they do to departments. Many units do not have “learning goals” for their entire units. It would be helpful to have separate questions for units, but at least the differences need to be acknowledged.
Scott handed out a draft of an “assessment plan update” and curricular mapping exercises that could be included with the annual report information.  We agreed that the timeline was really too tight for departments to complete all of these and that it would be best to wait until the fall.  We also agreed that under # 3 the annual report should refer to the “outcomes mapping” that departments were already doing. 
   Units could be asked to map their programs/learning outcomes to the university goals, since they haven’t been asked to do this yet.

3. Scott handed out information about the HLC “Academy for Assessment of Student Learning.” This is a four year commitment on the part of the university. Schools that participate in this are looked upon with favor by the accreditation team.  We will discuss this more later.
