University Assessment Committee Minutes

September 28, 2007

1. Chair Oates called the meeting to order at 12:04p.m.

2. The minutes from 9-21-07 were approved as distributed.

3. Chair Oates noted that upon Jan Morse’s retirement, the committee will report to Andy Philips. 

4. The committee discussed committee protocols. Tradition has been to operate by informal consensus, with a lot of give and take. Discussion ensued about the conditions under which the committee might want to engage in formal voting (e.g., when we are deciding on an action item rather than giving background related to the issue). Informally, the committee decided to revisit this topic at the next meeting. At the next meeting, the committee will revisit the UAC mission statement and draft a one-page working document, for internal committee use, of the committee’s “rules of order.”

5. Discussion ensued about the spring 2008 exit interviews. Various suggestions: Given impending changes to goals and perhaps the assessment process, should we not do the interviews? Should we conduct them entirely online? Should we continue with them as usual, given the spring 08 seniors will have operated under the current baccalaureate goals during their time here? Should we redesign some questions in an attempt to obtain baseline data on the incoming goals? 
The committee agreed, informally, to take up the issue again at the next meeting, at which point a decision will have to be made.
