University Assessment Committee
Minutes: Feb. 1, 2008

1. Andy Phillips thanked the UAC for participating in the January assessment discussion and reaffirmed idea from that discussion of the UAC revisiting and reformulating the UAC’s charge. Phillips noted that the UAC could facilitate departmental assessment as a collection mechanism; noted also the need for UAC’s continued involvement in institutional level assessment tools such as NSSE, CAAP. Phillips mentioned potential for Gloria Rogers or Barbara Walvoord (assessment gurus) to hold workshop at UWEC. In response to relevant question, Phillips said he would check on the type of institutional backing (resources) the UAC will have in coming years.

2. The minutes from Jan. 25, 2008 were approved with minor amendments.

3. The committee discussed revisiting and rewriting the UAC charge. Various elements were raised: revised charge will be brought forward to the APC; the UAC might need a larger membership to serve facilitative role to departments; there is currently no clarification on whether units/programs/institution would all be responsible for assessing all goals.
4. To move us forward on thinking about a new assessment plan, committee members individually noted key points from the NAU handout; then committee members noted which points were voiced more than once. Clear trends came through: NAU provides assessment report templates and examples, encourages no more than 8 goals to assess, has an office with full-time support, etc.

5. Committee members were given readings and assignments for next time (next meeting 2-15-08; extra time to complete readings and assignment). In pairs/small groups, members will return in two weeks to offer an expanded learning statement of the goal to which they have been assigned.
