Assessment Questions:  I will be able to use all of the elementary questions that we compiled during the last week of the MAMA summer session.

Lesson Culmination:

Students will pick one of the following activities to complete in about a week’s time:

1.  Poster:  Pick a Native Indian tribe to investigate and complete a poster.  The focus will 

     include one or two aspects of their ways of life before newcomers entered this area.  

     Choices of ways of life might include:  obtaining food, types of homes, “nomadic”

     tendencies, clothing, “crafts.”  

2.  Changes for Native Indians:  Remembering what was presented in class and using 

     Native People of Wisconsin, find two aspects of Native Indians’ lives that has

     changed because of newcomers pushing the Indians out of their subsistence way of 

     life. This could be report form, pamphlet, poster, pretend personal journal of two

     Indians, or an approved type of media.

3.  Research and report on a famous Indian.

4.  Research an Indian reservation and report to the class orally.

5.  Project approved by the teacher that is not on the list.
