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A)
Through this course, I have been introduced to information about Indian treaties that I will be incorporating into my lessons for the fourth graders at Mondovi Elementary.  When viewing my Power Point, the content from the course concerning the treaties, (1825 Prairie du Chien, 1837 Pine Tree Treaty, 1842 Copper Treaty, and the Treaty of 1854)  which I will be teaching to my students, is evident.  

B)
Fourth graders at Mondovi Elementary, like all fourth graders in Wisconsin, study Wisconsin history.  One topic in our history is Indians.  I expect to delve into a full nine week course of study about native people of Wisconsin.  To do this, I will be using the student book and teacher’s guide by Patty Loew, Native People of Wisconsin.  We will begin with the early history including effigy mound builders, Indian languages, and Indian Nations in Wisconsin.  We will then move to the cultures in conflict, Indian refugees, French fur traders, and Black Hawk.  At this point, I will begin my Power Point, discussing the treaties (1825 Prairie du Chien, 1837 Pine Tree Treaty, 1842 Copper Treaty, and the Treaty of 1854).  In order to make it come alive for the students, I will pass around the copies of the treaties that we were given during the summer session.  Students will follow the presentation, taking two-column notes for each treaty and important vocabulary and ideas.  At the end of the presentation, the Ojibwe are featured.  It shows some of the ways of life “back then” and in the present.  I will also be using the “Cultural Horizons” CD rom published by the Wisconsin Educational Communicatins Board.  (This is in the Power Point.)  We will see some of the Indian reservations in Wisconsin through this exploratory CD.  It will also provide background knowledge before going in-depth into each nation.  It will all lead back to the book, Native People of Wisconsin, into further study of the Indian Nations in the past and in Wisconsin today, those having a reservation and those that do not.  I feel that the Power Point will give them background knowledge necessary to understand information that is discussed in the student book.   
C)
Since I have not used this resource in my classroom before (Native People of Wisconsin by Patty Loew), I am guessing that this study will be a 9-week study.  Mondovi is not a reservation area, such as Black River Falls; it is mainly a white population.  My project will be a tool to help students understand how Indians had lived here and that they are not a thing of the past, rather they are alive and trying to preserve their heritage, one in which the presidents at the time of the treaties wanted to destroy and make all of us white.   I hope that my students will gain an understanding that decisions were made that affected Indians and newcomers alike.  One cannot come to the conclusion that the treaties were all bad, or that the treaties were all good.  I want my students to make good decisions most of all – to be educated and compassionate, rather than jumping on the bandwagon when the topic of Indian rights comes up (I think of the spear fishing controversy).  
D)
Students will learn how to take two-column notes.  Since this will most likely be the first time we take notes I will give them the handout for taking notes (next 2 pages copied back to back).   We will take notes in their social studies notebooks for the remainder of the study of the Indian Nations in Wisconsin.  Students will also color the map of the treaty lands of 1825 and nations in Wisconsin/reservations today and make the map key for it.  These come from Patty Loew’s teacher’s guide for Native People of Wisconsin. 
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
