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The PowerPoint that I have provided is the set of notes and images that will be projected and used when I teach my unit on Tribal Government and Sovereignty to my senior American Government class.  It is a unit that I have done for 4 years with each year getting better and bigger.  It helps our school comply with DPI Act 31 and provides students with information that they are generally unaware of.


As can be seen, many items from the summer institute have been implemented into the lecture.  Many of the topics have been discussed in past years, but some new information has been added to all of these. I have also added completely new information that I have never covered before. 

I have added more and better images (as well as increased information) to all of the areas, especially with those dealing with congressional acts dealing with Indians and the idea of reserved rights and their protests here in Wisconsin.  The Allotment Act and the Indian Reorganization Act with both be covered in more depth with this PowerPoint.

  I have also added more background on the Indian Nations here in Wisconsin. I have not spent much or any serious time on this in the past and really feel that it needs to be added.

The summer course has been very interesting, and I have gained a lot that will be of use to me in my classes.  This year will also mark the first year of having a projection box in my classroom and I am excited to use PowerPoint (especially this one) for lectures instead to transparencies and my white board.
