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A Letter Exchange Between Two British Women

To assess your understanding of the effects of footbinding in China and corsets in England, you will write imaginary letters between two British women:

· One woman lives in London, England.

· The other woman, (her sister or friend) is a missionary in China (you decide if she lives in the countryside or in the city).

· Both women are middle or upper class.

· Choose a year between 1880 and 1915.

Your first letter:

The woman in China writes first.  

She tells her friend or sister about footbinding.

Include:

· Her opinion about footbinding
· Whether or not it is popular in China (depending on where she is in China and the date)
· Comparison of footbinding and corsets.

Your second letter:

The woman in London responds to the first letter.

· She agrees or disagrees with her friend/sister (about corsets).

· She asks more questions about footbinding and China.

Your third letter:

The woman in China writes back.  

· She answers the questions.

· She adds any more insight (personal opinions, information) about China.

This assignment is worth 100 points:

· 30 points = You show that you understand issues about footbinding.

· 30 points = You show that you understand issues about corsets.

· 20 points = You compare/contrast footbinding and corsets well.

· 10 points = Mechanics (spelling, grammar, sentence structure, etc.)

· 10 points = You use your time well in class and finish on time.
