"El Contrato" 
was awarded the Best Documentary 
Award from the 2003 Ibero American 
Film Festival.  The topic of the film is 
timely, as many in the United States 
often point to Canadian social programs 
as potential models and as the United 
States discusses the place of formal 
guest worker programs within overall 
migration policies.
