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Maestro Nobuyoshi Yasuda on Spectrum West

Conductor Nobuyoshi Yasuda will continue as the Chippewa Valley Symphony Orchestra’s Music Director and will be on Spectrum West this Friday, May 7 on 88.3 WHWC/Menomonie-Eau Claire.  Also on the show will be a talk with Wisconsin author Jerry Apps, news about recognition for UW-Eau Claire Jazz Ensemble I, and previews of plays and performances in Rice Lake, Eau Claire, St. Croix Falls, Eleva-Strum, and Menomonie.

Host Al Ross will talk with Maestro Nobuyoshi Yasuda, who recently committed to returning, about the Chippewa Valley Symphony and we'll learn a bit more about his history, as a musician and conductor. Also joining the program are the Minnesota Orchestra’s acting concertmaster and violin soloist Sarah Kwak and principal cello Tony Ross both of whom will perform in “Providence” on Saturday, May 8 at 7:30 p.m.

Spectrum West special correspondent Jim Oliver will sit down with Jerry Apps, a native-Wisconsin author who has written more than 25 books.  They’ll discuss Apps’ latest book “The Travels of Increase Joseph.”

Robert Baca, UW-Eau Claire professor of trumpet and director of jazz studies will talk with Ross about the UWEC Jazz Ensemble I and its recognition as America’s top university jazz ensemble by DownBeat Magazine.  It is the sixth time the Blugold musicians have won this acknowledgment.

Ross will preview the Best of Broadway season finale at UW-Barron County in Rice Lake, Music in the Park in downtown Eau Claire, bluegrass for Mother’s Day in St. Croix Falls, a weekend of Grease at Eleva-Strum High School, and Illusionist Tristan Crist followed by the Green Tea with the Rince na Chroi Celtic dancers at the Mabel Tainter Center for the Arts in Menomonie.
